536.18 INTIMIDATION IN CONNECTION WITH HOUSING.
(a) No person, whether or not acting under color of law, shall by force or threat of force

willfully injure, intimidate, or interfere with, or attempt to injure, intimidate, or interfere
with any of the following:

(1) Any person because of race, color, religion, sex, familial status, as defined in
Ohio R.C. 4112.01, national origin, disability as defined in that section, or
ancestry and because that person is or has been selling, purchasing, renting,
financing, occupying, contracting, or negotiating for the sale, purchase, rental,
financing, or occupation of any housing accommodations, or applying for or
participating in any service, organization, or facility relating to the business
of selling or renting housing accommodations.

(2) Any person because that person is or has been doing, or in order to intimidate
that person or any other person or any class of persons from doing either of the
following:

A. Participating, without discrimination on account of race, color, religion,
sex, familial status, as defined in Ohio R.C. 4112.01, national origin,
disability as defined in that section, or ancestry, in any of the activities,
services, organizations, or facilities described in division (a)(1) of this
section;

B. Affording another person or class of persons opportunity or protection so
to participate.

(3) Any person because that person is or has been, or in order to discourage that
person or any other person from, lawfully aiding or encouraging other persons
to participate, without discrimination on account of race, color, religion, sex,
familial status as defined in Ohio R.C. 4112.01, national origin, disability as
defiued in that section, or ancestry, in any of the activities, services,
organizations, or facilities described in division (a)(1) of this section, or
participating lawfully in speech or peaceful assembly opposmg any denial of
the opportunity to so participate.

(b) Whoever viclates division (a) of this section is guilty of a misdemeaneor of the first
degree.

536.19 FAILINGTOPROVIDE FORAFUNCTIONALLYIMPAIRED PERSON.

(a) No caretaker shall knowingly fail to provide a functionally impaired person under
his or her care with any treatment, care, goods, or service that is necessary to maintain the
health of safety of the functionally impaired person when this failure results in physical
harm or serious physical harm to the functionally impaired person.

(b) No caretaker shall recklessly fail to provide a functionally impaired person under
his or her care with any treatment, care, goods, or service that is necessary to maintain the
health of safety of the functionally impaired person when this failure results in serious
physical harm to the functionally impaired person.

(¢ (1) Whoever violates division (a) of this section is guilty of knowingly failing to
provide for a functionally impaired person, a misdemeanor of the first degree.
If the functionally impaired person under the offender’s care suffers serious
physical harm as a result of the violation of this section, a violation of division
(a) of this section is a felony to be prosecuted under appropriate State law.

773.01 PURPOSE.

The purpose of this chapter is to provide, within constitutional limitations, for fair
housing throughout the Village, to assure that all persons have full and equal opportunity
to consider all available housing for themselves and their families within the Village without
being discriminated against on the basis of race, color, religion, sex, ancestry, handicap,

familial status or national origin, and to promote a stable, racially integrated community.
(Ord. 2001-13. Passed 3-13-01.)

773.02 DEFINITIONS.

(a) "Discriminate” or "discrimination" means to separate or segregate persons in a
particular manner solely or in part because of race, color, religion, sex, ancestry, handicap,
familial status or national origin; provided that "discriminate” or "discrimination” shall not
include special outreach efforts conducted by or under the authority of units of local
government (including agencies, departments and commissions thereof) or non-profit fair
housing corporations or agencies to ensure that persons of minority groups are fully informed
of, and have access to, available dwelling opportunities in areas of present or prospective
majority group concentration, or to ensure that persons of the majority group are fully
informed of and have access to available dwelling opportunities in areas of present or
prospective minority group concentration.

(b) "Dwelling" means a building or structure, or part thereof, used or designed or
intended to be used for residential purposes.

(¢) "Familial status" means one or more individuals (who have not attained the age of
18 years) being domiciled with:
(1) A parent or another person having legal custody of such individual or
individuals; or
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
